WILLIAM A. CAIN





William Cain was born in July 26, 1877, in Warren County, Iowa.  He came to Minnesota in 1901 and purchased 160 acres of prairie in Sec. 36 of Dublin Twp. From Phillop Kief for $20.00/acre.  He put this all in crop, built fences and planted a grove and later bought 40 additional acres in the same section.  On September 15, 1903, he and Ellen (Nellie) Murphy were married.  It was while the house was being built on the sixth day of the sixth month, in 1906, and they were living tempoarily in the earlier built granary, that a severe cyclone moved nearby and leveled farm buildings not a mile away (where the Ray Coyles live now).  M.J. Walsh was helping E. Toutges with the carpentry work on the Cain home at the time.
